Subject: Support for The St. Martin Festival, October 21st
Dear Parents and Guardians,

Our St. Martin Festival is fast approaching — Sunday, October 21*'. We expect to have a
large turnout by our school and parish community. As part of the fundraising goals that
we have set for the Festival, we are holding our annual raffle with various cash prizes
with all proceeds going to special church projects.

We want to raise over $20,000 during the raffle. This is where the school can help. As
part of the fundraising activities, the St. Martin Festival committee requests that the St.
Martin School parents and guardians help sponsor one book of tickets ($20.00 each book
of 11). We request that each family either (1) purchase the book of tickets or (2) sell the
book of tickets.

In addition, the Festival Committee is sponsoring a contest for all the classes to
participate in. The class that sells the most books will have 10% of all school raffle sales
donated back to the school on the class’ behalf (if the school sells $3,000 tickets, $300
will be given to the school). The winning class will also receive either a pizza party or ice
cream party. Finally, all classes that sell at least one book per student will receive an ice
cream party. As an added incentive, the festival committee is accelerating the
“commission” for the school. There are 162 families in the school. Starting with the
163™ booklet, the school will earn 20% per booklet.

Our instructions are simple. We have included two booklets with this letter. Please
return the completed ticket stubs (in an envelope) with the payment (cash or checks
payable to St. Martin — Festival) by the Friday, October 19" to the school office. In this
manner, we can tally all of the individual class sales. There will be additional books
available at the school office, or after each Mass until the festival. Just make sure you
return it to the school to ensure proper record keeping.
